Quick crumble mix AR
Preparation and cooking time

Prep:20 mins Cook:50 mins Easy Serves 4-6
Make this speedy fruit crumble for dinner tonight.

Ingredients

e 450g fruit, chopped into 1cm chunks (we used 400g Bramley apples and 50g fresh blackberries) |
e 75g granulated sugar
e 50g butter, cold and cubed

e 100g plain flour
e 50g demerara sugar

Method
e STEP1

Heat the oven to 180C/160C fan/gas 4. Mix together the fruit and granulated sugar (you will need less sugar for canned fruit) so it’s
evenly coated. Tip into a pie dish where it fits snugly.

e STEP2

Rub the butter into the flour to make a light breadcrumb texture. Do not overwork it or the crumble will become heavy. Add in the
demerara sugar until combined and spread over the fruit until completely covered.

e STEP3

Bake for 35-50 mins until golden brown and bubbling, and the fruit is tender. Leave to cool for 5 mins before serving.

Raspberry heart loaf cake

e Ingredients
e 2759 (902z) butter spread, plus extra for greasing

e 2759 (90z) caster sugar

e 4 large eggs

e 3509 (12 1/202) self-raising flour
o Y5 tsp baking powder

e 175 (60z) raspberries

e 1 x10g tube bright red gel food colour

e 75¢g (30z) mascarpone

e 1 tbspicing sugar, sifted, plus extra to dust
e 1259 (4 1/20z) Greek yogurt

1. Preheat the oven to gas 4, 180°C, fan 160°C. Grease and line a 20cm (8in) square cake tin and a 900g (1 3/41b) loaf tin (at least 6cm
deep) with nonstick baking paper, giving the loaf tin a 1cm collar above the sides.

2. In a bowl], cream the spread and sugar together with an electric hand whisk until light and fluffy. Add the eggs, one by one, beating
between each addition. Sift over the flour and baking powder and fold in with a spoon until smooth

3. Crush 25g (10z) raspberries with a fork. Put in a bowl with 400g (130z) cake mix. Cover the remaining mix in cling film; set aside. Stir
3/4 of the food colour through the berry cake mix until bright pink. Spoon into the square tin and bake for 18-20 mins. Cool in the tin
for 10 mins, then remove from the tin to cool completely. Stamp out 9 hearts with a 5cm (2in) cutter.

4. Spoon 5 tbsp cake mix into the loaf tin, spreading to cover the base. Place the hearts in the tin, upright and touching each other. Spoon
the remaining mix around and over the hearts, ensuring it falls between the hearts and baking paper at both ends of the tin. Leave a
gap of at least 1/2cm at the top of the tin.

5. Bake for 40-45 mins until cooked through and risen. Cool for 10 mins, then remove from the tin to cool completely.

6. Put the mascarpone and icing sugar in a bowl. Stir in the yogurt, then spread over the top of the cake. Top with the remaining berries,
dust with icing sugar and slice. As part of a healthy diet, enjoy this cake for a special occasion or treat.
